presence. His live performances have been seen in Amsterdam, Taipei, New York, Vancouver, Minneapolis, Seattle, 
Portland, and other North American cities. His work has premiered at leading US performance spaces such as the 
Guthrie Theater and On the Boards. Recent Canadian presentations have included those at the Vancouver Art Gallery, 
Magnetic North Theatre Festival, UNO Fest, and Living Things Festival. Kyle is the recipient of grants from the Jim 
Henson Foundation and Canada Council for the Arts, among others. Awards include the Innovation in Puppetry Award at 
the National Puppetry Festival.
