Arts Club Theatre Company is fiercely dedicated to respecting, championing, and uplifting 
underrepresented voices in all jobs. The stories on our stages reflect the beauty, culture, and 

artistic pulse of our city by engaging dynamic, diverse and dedicated artists. 
 
For our 2026 General Auditions we are thrilled to welcome local theatre artists who have not 
yet had the chance to be seen in an Arts Club audition room (Generals and show specific).  
*At this time, these auditions are for folks 18 years and older. 
 
Our Typeform (below) features a "Tell us about yourself" section where we’d love to learn 
more about you. Share where and when we might have last seen your work or tell us about a 
recent project you’re particularly proud of.  

You will have 5 minutes to shine! 
Auditions can include, but are not limited to: 

• Contrasting monologues 

• A partnered scene of your choice 

• A song of your choice (acapella or with your own back track – an accompanist 
will not be provided!) 

• A dance/movement piece 
Your audition slot can be used to show your artistic expression that reflects who you are, and 
how you see yourself contributing to our collective work. If selected for an audition, we highly 
encourage you to explore our programming and mission here at the Arts Club. 
*Our season launch for the 2026/2027 season will not take place until the end of February. 
However, please feel free to take a look at past and current programming to get an idea of the 
kind of work we produce. 
 
ACCESS AND INCLUSION: 
As part of our access initiatives, we are once again offering relaxed auditions & on-site 
childcare for select audition dates. Please read more about these initiatives below.  
 
Relaxed Audition Slots: These slots will be available on February 10th, and will be scheduled 
with extended time to ensure Artists have the opportunity to comfortably acclimate to the 
audition space. Auditionees are welcome to invite another actor to accompany them to act out 
a scene instead of presenting a monologue if that showcases their skills better. Our goal is that 
these slots will be filled as early as possible into the submission process to give ample prep 
time for the auditioner. Additional volunteers will be available to guide artists through the space 
& help with any access needs. 
 
If you are interested in booking one of these spots, or if you want to know more info please feel 
free to reach out to Accessibility Coordinator Amy Amantea at aamantea@artsclub.com or at 
604-763-2695 by January 28th, to ensure your submission will be reviewed. If selected, a 
member of our team will follow up to schedule your audition. A self-tape is not required as part 
of your submission.  
*Our relaxed audition slots will be limited, please consider this when submitting to Amy.   
 
On-site Childcare: On-site childcare will be available during a specific time period during 
auditions. One of our qualified Staff members (with a recent Vulnerable Sector Check & OFA) 
will be on hand to watch children while you audition. If you are interested or would like to book 
one of these slots please indicate when you first submit.

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Access and inclusion are incredibly important to us. In our audition and rehearsal spaces, our 
studios are situated on the first floor, with an at grade entrance.
