Time Commitment:
At the Arts Club, we present 8 live performances, 6 days a week, running through the evening. While the role will be double-cast, youth performers selected for the role are expected to participate in 4 shows per week (including matinee and evening performances). Evening performances typically conclude around 10:30 PM. As per CTA clause 59:07(a), youth performers will have a weekly maximum of 28 working hours.
