DIRECTOR’S NOTES 
 
What first drew me to Franklinland was 
its razor-sharp wit and its fearless social 
critique. The play takes apart not just 
the legend of Benjamin Franklin, but 
the broader mythology of American 
exceptionalism. It pulls back the 
comforting story of progress and 
enlightenment and asks us to look at the 
contradictions underneath. For Canadian 
audiences right now, that feels especially 
urgent. The play invites us to question the 
stories that shape national identity—not 
only in the United States, but here at home.
Canada has often defined itself in 
contrast to America, quietly cultivating 
an image of being more measured, more 
compassionate, more just. But proximity 
creates entanglement. For generations, 
our two countries have been economically 
and culturally intertwined, sharing peace 
and prosperity that many Canadians came 
to see as a given. That interdependence, 
though, has never been equal. The sheer size 
of America’s population and economy has 
often positioned Canada in a relationship 
that can feel subtly paternalistic—not by 
design, but by imbalance.

For decades, peaceful collaboration 
softened that reality. Even though the 
possibility of rupture was always there, 
stability and shared benefit lulled us into a 
sense of security. But what happens when 
trust falters? When formal agreements 
or unspoken understandings are 
ignored? Those questions sit at the heart 
of Franklinland, which, at its core, explores 
a fractured relationship between a father 
and a son.

On a personal note, as a Black Canadian 
artist, I’ve always been struck by how 
the noble principles that both America 
and Canada were founded on have never 
fully reflected the lived experiences of 
everyone within each country’s borders. In 
our production, we examine this tension 
through hip hop, dark humour, and the 
conventions of classical theatre. We hope 
audiences will join us in this engaging 
exploration.

BENJAMIN FRANKLIN AND AMERICA: 
THE LIFE AND WORK OF A 
“FOUNDING FATHER” IN CONTEXT

Benjamin Franklin’s life and extraordinarily 
wide-ranging career—across spheres of 
politics and diplomacy, entrepreneurial and 
literary activity, and scientific innovation 
—are inextricably bound up with the 
history of colonial, revolutionary, and early 
republican America. (“A republic, if you 
can keep it,” Franklin famously quipped in 
1787, when asked what form of government 
the new nation would adopt.) The timeline 
below traces particularly noteworthy 
moments and endeavours in Franklin’s 
life together with key milestones between 
the creation of English colonies in the 
New World and the establishment of an 
independent United States of America—a 
new nation that would recognize Franklin 
among its foremost “Founding Fathers” 
and as its quintessential polymathic 
“Renaissance Man.”   
 
1607: The first permanent English colony, 
Jamestown, is established by the London 
Company in what would become the Colony 
of Virginia.   
 
1620: The English ship Mayflower arrives 
at Cape Cod, carrying 102 passengers and 
around 30 crew members.   
 
1628: Massachussets Bay Colony is 
established.  
 
1657: Franklin’s father, Josiah Franklin, a 
producer of tallow, soap, and candles, is 
born in Ecton, Northamptonshire, England. 
 
1667: Franklin’s mother, Abiah Folger, is 
born in Nantucket. Her Puritan family was 
among the earliest pilgrims to arrive in 
America.  
 

1681: The Province of Pennsylvania is 
founded by royal charter of King Charles 
II, granting rights to William Penn, who 
intends it as a place of refuge and religious 
freedom for Quakers.  
 
1682: Josiah Franklin departs England 
for America. The city of Philadelphia is 
founded.  
 
1689: Following the death of his first wife, 
Josiah Franklin marries Abiah Folger.  
 
1706: Benjamin Franklin is born in Boston, 
one of his father’s seventeen children. He 
attends school only up to age ten.   
 
1723: While serving as an apprentice at 
his brother James’ Boston newspaper, 
Benjamin leaves—without obtaining the 
legally required permission from James to 
release him from his apprenticeship—for 
Philadelphia.  
 
1724: Franklin departs Philadelphia for 
London, where he works for two years as a 
printer.  
 
1726: Franklin returns to Philadelphia 
 
1728: Together with Hugh Meredith, 
Franklin starts his own printing house. 
 
1729: Franklin begins publishing the 
Pennsylvania Gazette newspaper.  
 
1730: Franklin establishes a common-law 
marriage with Deborah Read. The same year, 
his illegitimate son, William Franklin, is 
born; William’s mother is unknown.   
 
1732: Franklin begins publishing Poor 
Richard’s Almanac. Francis Folger Franklin, 
son of Franklin and Deborah Read, is born.  
 
1736: Franklin becomes Chief Clerk of the 
Pennsylvania Provincial Assembly, a post 
he would hold until 1751. Francis Folger 
Franklin dies of smallpox.  
 
1737: Franklin becomes Postmaster of 
Philadelphia, a position he maintains until 
1753.  
 
1743: Franklin founds the American 
Philosophical Society. Sarah “Sally” 
Franklin, daughter of Franklin and Deborah 
Read, is born.  
 
1749: Franklin is made a Justice of the Peace 
for Philadelphia. 
 
1751: Franklin is elected to the Pennsylvania 
Assembly.  
 
1752: Franklin proposes that lightning 
is a source of electricity, and performs 



his famous kite experiment during a 
lightning storm in Philadelphia, which he 
subsequently describes in an article in his 
Pennsylvania Gazette newspaper. 
 
1755: Franklin is instrumental in 
establishing the College of Philadelphia, 
which later merges into the University of 
Pennsylvania, one of the eight “Ivy League” 
universities. 
 
1756–1763: The Seven Years War is fought by 
Europe’s major powers across continents. 
In its North American theatre, this conflict 
is sometimes referred to as the “French 
and Indian War,” as Britain and France 
were competing for territory alongside 
their respective Indigenous allies. During 
this period, Franklin spends much 
time in London, with trips elsewhere 
in Europe, representing Pennsylvania 
Assembly interests and protesting against 
unpopular British policies. While engaged 
in diplomacy, Franklin also becomes 
increasingly devoted to the study of 
the natural sciences and philosophy. 
Meanwhile, William Franklin serves as the 
Governor of New Jersey.  
 
1773: In this year of the Boston Tea Party, 
foreshadowing imminent American 
revolution, Franklin publishes the 
influential satirical essay, “Rules By Which 
A Great Empire May Be Reduced To A Small 
One.” 
 
1774: What would become known in America 
as the “Intolerable Acts” (the Boston Port 
Bill, the Massachusetts Government Act, the 
Administration of Justice Act, the Quartering 
Act, and the Quebec Act) pass in the British 
Parliament. Exacerbating long-standing 
American complaints concerning Britain’s 
unfair treatment of its colonies, these Acts 
catalyze expanding aspirations for American 
independence from Britain. The same year, 
Deborah Read dies of a stroke at age 66.  
 
1775: The Revolutionary War commences 
with the Battles of Lexington and Concord. 
Franklin attends the Second Continental 
Congress as Pennsylvania’s delegate. The 
Congress names him Postmaster General of 
the newly created United States Post Office.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
1776: The Second Continental Congress 
adopts the Declaration of Independence 
on July 4. British forces occupy Manhattan, 
but Patriot troops commanded by General 
George Washington score an important 

victory at the Battle of Trenton.  
 
1776–1785: Franklin serves as the American 
ambassador to France. During his years in 
Paris, Franklin succeeds in gaining French 
support for the US independence cause. 
However, William Franklin remains a 
steadfast Loyalist—a source of tension in his 
relationship with his Patriot father. While 
serving as the last colonial Governor of New 
Jersey, William is captured and incarcerated 
by revolutionaries.  
 
1777: British troops seize control of 
Philadelphia. 
 
1778: The United States and France formalize 
their alliance, and the British abandon 
Philadelphia.  
 
1781: The Articles of Confederation are 
adopted. Following defeat at the Battle 
of Yorktown, the British General Charles 
Cornwallis officially surrenders to 
Washington.   
 
1782: British and American representatives 
sign preliminary Articles of Peace. William 
Franklin departs for England—never to 
return to America.  
 
1783: The United States and Britain sign 
the Treaty of Paris, formally concluding the 
war.  
 
1785: Franklin returns to America from 
Europe. Around this time, Franklin embraces 
the cause of abolitionism and manumits his 
two slaves. In the past, he had owned at least 
seven slaves, and carried advertisements 
in his newspapers for the sale of slaves and 
apprehension of escaped slaves. While 
visiting England, Benjamin and William 
Franklin meet, reconciling after years of 
politically charged estrangement.   
 
1787: Franklin signs the US Constitution.  
 
1788: Washington is elected as the first US 
President, serving two four-year terms from 
1789 to 1797.  
 
1790: After suffering for years from pleurisy 
and gout, Benjamin Franklin dies in 
Philadelphia at age 84.  
 
1813: William Franklin dies in London at age 
83. He is survived by his son William Temple 
Franklin, who, since he was a teenager, 
had acted as his grandfather’s personal 
secretary. After Benjamin Franklin’s death, 
Temple edits and publishes several of 
his grandfather’s unpublished writings, 
including his Autobiography. Temple then, 
for a time, lives with his father in England 
and eventually settles in Paris, where he dies 
in 1823 at age 63.
